While every effort is made 
to ensure a smooth and frequent service there may be 
delays, reduced frequency and route alterations due to 
traffic congestion and road closures.

During busy times, guests may not be able to board the 
first bus and may need to wait for subsequent buses. 

Please remember that during the Jubilee of Mercy for 
security reasons the Vatican Area and the path along Via 
della Conciliazione leading to St Peter’s Square will be 
closed to traffic to keep tourists and pilgrims safe.

If you choose to get off here you can walk to the  
famous Trevi Fountain. Not far from here The Spanish 
Steps and via del Corso are also located.

VIA LUDOVISI / VIA VENETO 
From here you can head to Via Veneto, the Spanish 
Steps, Trinità dei Monti, Piazza del Popolo and Hard 
Rock Cafe Rome. 

BARBERINI 
This stop will lead you to Palazzo Barberini  
and the famous Trevi Fountain.

PIAZZA VENEZIA 
This stop is located in the heart of Rome and is  
very close to several important monuments such as  
Campidoglio (Capitoline Hill), Teatro Marcello, Vitto-
riano, the Jewish Ghetto , the Pantheon, and intere-
sting areas of the city (Trastevere and Isola Tiberina).
